4. First Aid Measures

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7. Handling and Storage

Handling:

Vapours are heavier than air and may spread along floors. Vapours may form explosive
concentrations of vapour in air, and avoid vapour concentrations higher than the occupational
exposure limits.

In addition, the product should only be used in areas from which all naked lights and other
sources of ignition have been excluded. Electrical equipment should be protected to the
appropriate standard.

To dissipate static electricity during transfer, earth drum and connect to receiving container with
bonding strap. Operators should wear anti-static footwear and clothing and floors should be of the
conducting type.

Keep container tightly closed. Keep away from heat, sparks and flame. No sparking tools should
be used.

Avoid contact with skin and eyes. Avoid the inhalation of dust, particulates and spray mist arising
from the application of this preparation.

Storage:

10. Stability and Reactivity

Stable under the recommended storage and handling conditions (see Section 7). In a fire, hazardous decomposition
products such as smoke, carbon monoxide, carbon dioxide, and oxides of nitrogen may be produced. Keep away from
oxidising agents and strongly alkaline and strongly acid materials to prevent the possibility of exothermic reaction.

1. Toxicological Information

There is no data available on the product itself. The product has been assessed following the conventional method in CHIP
and is classified for toxicological hazards accordingly. This takes into account, where known, delayed and immediate effects
and also chronic effects of components from short-tern and long-tern exposure by oral, inhalation and dermal routes of
exposure and eye contact. See Sections 3 and 15 for details of the resulting hazard classification. Exposure to organic
solvent vapours in excess of the stated workplace exposure limit values may result in adverse health effects such as irritation
of the mucous membrane and the respiratory system and adverse effects on kidney, liver and central nervous systems.
Symptoms and signs include headache, dizziness, fatigue muscular weakness, drowsiness and in extreme cases, loss

Lead chromate, although of
relatively low solubility and biocavailability, is included in this classification.
